Elder David Harrison Baker was born in Louisville, KY on April 27,
1941 to the late Floyd and Anna D. Baker. The third of five children. He
was a beloved, husband, father, grandfather, brother, uncle, and friend,
he was called home to be with the Lord on Friday, February 11, 2011.

He graduated from Male High School where is received a Football
Scholarship to the University of Missouri where he continued his football
career. After telling Bishop Shultz about his Scholarship to play football
he sought his advice about this endeavor, Bishop Shultz told him ° the
day you feel like you can no longer play the game then come home”. God
knowing the spirit of excellence that was in David and realizing whatever
he set his mind to do he would do it, and the if he continued with his foot-
ball career he would no doubt have become a professional football
plaver, Changed his plans in a scrimmage game. David said “they tack-
led him the wrong way and he felt something raise up in him and said it’s
time to go home.” He returned home and attended the University of
Louisville where he received -his Commonweaith Life Underwriter’s
License (CLU), becoming the first African American to receive a CLU
license in the state of Kentucky. He soon became one of the most success-
Sul Insurance agents with The Commonwealth Insurance Company,
selling each year more than a million dollars in policies, which earned
him trips and other awards. He later started The David H. Baker
Insurance Agency and it was evident that the hand of the Lord was upon
his life.

' Elder Baker grew up as a young man at Bethel Temple (now Greater
Bethel Temple) under the leadership of Bishop David T. Schultz serving
in several capacities, He was on the committee responsible for the build-
ing of the Education Annex at Clay and Breckinridge.

Elder Baker was united in holy matrimony to Katherine L. Burdette on
June 29, 1963. To this union was born four daughters and one son. Elder
Baker was a faithful servant of people and God, serving in several ca-
pacities throughout his life within the church. He served as a deacon on
the deacon board, and Sunday school teacher. He believed in witnessing,
constantly inviting, and often picking up and bringing, people to church.

After the Home Going of Bishop Schultz, District Elder William P. Foree
became the pastor and a friendship was formed that was like that of
Kings Saul’s son, Jonathan and David the shepherd. Elder Baker served
Jaithfully under his leadership as Deacon, Sunday School Teacher and he
was instrumental is starting the Brotherhood Auxiliary and served as the
first Brotherhood Chairman. a position that he held for several years.
