REV. PLEASANT ANTHONY CARTER
1891 - 1977

Pleasant Anthony Carter was born to Mr. and Mrs. Albert Carter in
Guthrie, Kentucky. He was the eldest of four children born to this union,
At an early age, he moved o Louisville, Kentucky where he received
his basic education.

As a youth, he confessed Christ and furthered his religious education at
Simmaons University, Louisville. He united with Centennial Baptist
Church there, He was an ardent worker in the church.

He began his pastorate in Eminence, Kentucky where he served for
several years before being calied to Corinthian Baptist Church,
Frankfort, Kentucky. He served at Corinthian Baptist for three years.

In 1933, he was called to First Baptist Church, Danviile, Kentucky. He
labored there for 40 years or more. He came to Danville as a young man
in the ministry. He had the vim, vision and wvitality to cary on a
progressive program and the forethought to contribute much to
Christian gorwth and development.

Following are sorme of his achievements while in Danville. He cleared the

church of indebtedness; had a steady growth in membership, sponsored
a Boy Scout movement in the Church; reorganized the Young Woman’s
Club and named it the Young Woman's Progressive Club. He
reorganized the Young Pecples’ Department of the Church and the
Ushers Board in 19566, Rev. Carter remodeled the old parsonage and later
buill a new one. During his pastorate, the church burmed. As a
rasult, the present church was built during his administration.

Rev. Carter was known as the Dean of Pastors in the city of Danville,
He was presidert of the Baptist State Congress, currently called The
Unified Christian Leadership Conference for a number of years. He was
one of the State’s Leading Revivalist and was prominently connected
with Simmons University of Louisville,

He retired in the year of 1972 as pastor of First Baptist Church, Danville.
At his death, he was making his home in the New Corinthian Baptist
Church Parsonage at Frankfert. He attended the New Corinthian Baptist
Chureh faithfully. His favorite song was “f Arm A Child of The King””.
