Tammy, you
remember when funds were low and the Lord blessed us with all them fish? Y'all, we ate fish for a week!

Well, speaking of Tamera, | thought she was the prettiest girl in Shelbyville (she doesn't like it when | say that).
We've been married almost 38 years. The Lord blessed me with a beautiful daughter and handsome son. | can't
express how much | appreciated y'all helping your Momma take care of me. Juan, you gave the best shower - the
water was just right! | will sure miss our talks. | think the Cards are gonna get in the NCAA tournament next year.
